	Abstract: In November 2021, I proposed for first reading a course fee attached to a new 1-credit course Bi 199: Field Studies in Marine Biology. The $125 fee was approved for first reading. I have recalculated the budget required in light of social distancing requirements and increased vehicle use fees for COCC vans.

Non-social distancing per student cost = $150

With social-distancing per student cost = $200

I am proposing to resubmit for first reading a course fee of $150/student. Additional expenses related to social distancing needs will be sought from CARES Act funds if necessary.

I propose this $150 fee be attached to only the summer 2022 iteration of Bi 199.

The course is a one-credit lab course so the tuition for the course is $109 in-district. By having the fee attached to the course students can use financial aid to cover the costs of the trip.
