	Abstract: Students purchase typodonts (tooth models) to enable them to practice dental assisting skill sets. How it works now is that students pre-pay at the bookstore, and the bookstore orders the typodonts after all the students have paid for theirs. This leave a 2-3 week gap in getting the typodonts in the students hands. In addition, the typodonts through the bookstore cost $175. We are able to find the same typodont on Amazon for much less. We would like to increase the lab fee in Fall Term (DA 110) to cover the typodonts so they will be on hand at the beginning of the term for student use. In this way student learning is supported by them having access to the typodonts sooner, it will reduce the cost to students, and students will be able to pay for them through financial aid.  
We are proposing to increase the current lab fee by $75 to cover the cost of the typodonts. This will save the students a significant amount ($100).
	Instructional Requirements/Impacts: There will be no instructional impact of this change.
	Operational Impact: No operational impact.
	Budget Impact: Budget neutral. Students are charged the fee.
	Implementation Timeline: Fall of 2022
	Student Impact: Students have been paying $175 for typodonts, they will now be paying $75 for the typodonts. A $100 savings to students. 
	Motion: Recommend the increase of student fees in Fall Term by $75 to cover the cost of a typodont. This will save students $100 and allow them to use financial aid for the purchase. The fee will be added to DA 110 - Basic Dental Assisting in Fall Term. 

Also recommend that if in the future the cost of the typodonts increases significantly that the Allied Health/Dental Assisting department be able to automatically adjust the fees accordingly without having to come to the College Affairs Committee for approval.
