annually 

 In May of each year projects are reviewed 
and prioritized – helps inform the Board 

 Document helps provide projections for 
upcoming years (some years higher than 

others) 
 Projected maintenance broken out by 

buildings 

 Assess quality of equipment/buildings 
 A new 10 Year Facilities Master Plan will 

be generated in the next year or two 
 The COCC Campus Services Capital Project 

list was reviewed 

 Projects on list are projects that are 

currently active or identified by the 
College but due to budgets many projects 

are on hold 
 Projects currently on hold are: 

o Pinckney Remodel 

o Redmond Campus Library, Bookstore 
and MATC Renovation 

o Juniper Hall ADA Assessment and 
Renovation – Assessments are 

complete but renovations are on hold 
 Other projects are at varying stages of
