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Understanding the Verb / Pronoun Charts

N
Throughout this manual you will see verbs, pronouns and some adjectives broken down
into charts similar to the two below. These charts have certain characteristics in common and
understanding them will help you be able to change verbs and pronouns into their correct forms.

e The box above the chart will show the infinitive of the verb or the category name of the

pronouns or adjectives.

e The top row of the chart will always represent the first person points of view.

e The middle two rows will represent the 2nd person points of view (familiar and formal).

e The last row will show the 3rd person points of view.

e The left side of the chart will show all of the singular forms.

e The right side of the chart will show the plural forms.

The td form is used in informal situations - for instance, in speaking with close friends or
classmates of one's own age.

The usted form is used in more formal situations - for example, when speaking to
someone older or a stranger. Usted is often abbreviated in writing to Ud.

In the classroom, students in Spanish-speaking countries normally use usted to address
their professor and td when speaking to each other. The professor may use usted or tu in
addressing individual students. In your own Spanish class, use usted to address your
instructor, and tu to address another student.

- Conjugation of Regular Verbs

The Infinitive

Verbs are listed in the dictionary in the infinitive (unconjugated) form: hablar to speak, aprender
to learn, vivir to live. Infinitives always have a stem (habl..., aprend..., viv...) plus the ending —ar,
—er, or —ir. Verbs are classified according to their infinitive ending. The three classes of verbs
are called —ar, —er, and —ir verbs.

Conjugated Forms

The verb changes its ending and sometimes its stem to indicate the person and number of its
subject (yo, tu, ella, etc.)

To form the present tense of regular verbs, drop the infinitive ending and add the present-tense
ending to the stem.

The use of the subject pronouns is optional. Yo hablo = hablo

Subject pronouns, such as yo, tu, and nosotros, are not normally expressed with the verb
as they are in English, since the verb ending indicates the subject.

Hablas muy bien. You speak very well.
Hablo inglés. I speak English.
Hablamos espanol en clase. We speak Spanish in class.

Subject pronouns clarify when otherwise it would not be clear who or what is the subject.
For example, the form habla could mean he speaks, she speaks, or you speak. The form
hablan could mean you speak or they speak.

Ella no habla francés. She doesn’t speak French.

Spanish present-tense forms have several different equivalents in English.

Gender of Nouns

In Spanish, the names of things (not just living beings) have gender. All nouns are either
masculine or feminine:

THING PERSON
MASCULINE: el libro el profesor
FEMININE: la carta la secretaria

Nouns ending in -o are usually masculine. Nouns ending in -a, -dad, -tad, -cion, or -sién
are usually feminine.

The Plural of Nouns

The plural of nouns ending in a vowel is formed by adding —s.

libro — libros secretaria — secretarias

The plural of nouns ending in a consonant is formed by adding —es.

professor — profesores hotel — hoteles

To form the plural of nouns ending in —z, change the z to ¢ and add —es.

Describing People and Things

Descriptive adjectives generally follow the noun in Spanish if they are used to distinguish
a noun from another of the same group.

Es una muchacha alta. She's a tall girl.
Son profesores pacientes. They are patient professors.

Limiting adjectives (that express numerals, quantity, and amount) are placed before the
noun.

Agreement of Adjectives

Just like nouns and articles in Spanish, adjectives have both gender (masculine or femi-
nine) and number (singular or plural).

Adjectives that end in —o have a feminine form that ends in -a:

negro negra
alto alta

Adjectives that end in —e or a consonant don't change form:

inteligente inteligente
liberal liberal

Many adjectives that end in —ista don't change form:

optimista optimista
egoista egoista

If an adjective ends in a vowel add —s to form the plural:

negro — negros

importante — importantes

Most adjectives that end in a consonant add —es to form the plural:

natural — naturales

cruel — crueles

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- SER vs. ESTAR

The English verb to be has two equivalents in Spanish, either ser or estar, depending on
the specific meaning intended.

SER

Ser is used to tell who the subject is. The use of ser with a noun or an adjective to
indicate nationality, occupation, or profession is typical of this category.

Daniel es norteamericano. Daniel is North American.

Maricarmen es secretaria. Maricarmen is a secretary.

Ser is used to indicate origin. Ser plus the preposition de and the name of a country or place
is used to tell where someone or something is from.

Rafael es de Venezuela. Rafael is from Venezuela.
Soy de Califomia. I'm from California.

Ser is used with an adjective to indicate characteristics that are viewed as normative.

Carlos es guapo. Carlos is handsome.
La profesora es simpatica. The professor is friendly.

Ser is also used to tell time.

Son las ocho. It is eight o’clock.

ESTAR

Estar is used to tell where the subject is. It indicates location, either temporary or
permanent.

Martin esta en la clase. Martin is in the class.

El mesero esta aqui. The waiter is here.

Estar is used to indicate the condition of persons or things. The condition may be
temporary, variable, or the result of change.

Estoy muy bien, gracias. I'm very well, thanks.
Rafael esta cansado. Rafael is tired.
Carlos esta enfermo. Carlos is sick.
