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Understanding the Verb / Pronoun Charts

Throughout this manual you will see verbs, pronouns and some adjectives broken down
into charts similar to the two below. These charts have certain characteristics in common
and understanding them will help you be able to change verbs and pronouns into their correct
forms.

e The box above the chart will show the infinitive of the verb or the category name of the

pronouns or adjectives.

e The top row of the chart will always represent the first person points of view.

e The middle two rows will represent the 2nd person points of view (familiar and formal).
e The last row will show the 3rd person points of view.

e The left side of the chart will show all of the singular forms.

e The right side of the chart will show the plural forms.

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The Infinitive

Conjugation of Regular Verbs

Verbs are listed in the dictionary in the infinitive (unconjugated) form (ending in

—ar, —er, or —ir).

Conjugated Forms

The verb changes its ending and sometimes its stem to indicate the person and
number of its subject (yo, tu, ella, etc.)

To form the present tense of regular verbs, drop the infinitive ending and add the
present-tense ending to the stem.

- The Present Progressive ~N

The Present Progressive construction places emphasis on the fact that the action
indicated is in progress at the present time.

In English, the present participle ends in —ing. In Spanish, the present participle ends in —ndo.

- SEEEE + Present Participle (—ando, —iendo )

To form the present participle, —ando is added to the stem of —ar verbs, and —iendo is added to
the stem of —er and —ir verbs.

(Estas comiendo ahora? Are you eating now?

No, no estoy comiendo ahora. No, I'm not eating now.

Gerundios irregulares. 1) When the stem of an —er or —ir verb ends in a vowel, the present
participle ending becomes —yendo.

Gerundios irregulares. 2) In all —ir stem-changing verbs (dormir, divertir, etc.) and decir and
poder, the last vowel in the stem of the present participle changes from e to j or o to u.

Culture: Daily Life / Housing.
Generalizations

In general, in large cities in Spain, Central America and South America, housing is different.
There are many homes (flats/apartments) built on top of commercial businesses.

Communities are built making it possible to walk from your home to stores in big cities.

Many families have two homes, one in the city and one in the country. Within these same
families the children live at home longer due to the cost of housing and to make it possible to
attend college. Many young adults live at home until they get married.

In contrast, in Mexico, it is not uncommon for more than one family to stay in the same house
or apartment. The nuclear family is very important, but the extended family (the aunts and
uncles and grandparents) may also all live in one household.

Many times children have to stay home from school in order to work and help support the
family. Often the notion of how many years one has worked to support their family is more
highly regarded than years of education.

- Reflexive Verbs and Pronouns ~N
A reflexive verb is one whose object is the same as the subject.
The English reflexives are the —self words like myself, themselves. In Spanish the

reflexive action is indicated by using the appropriate reflexive pronoun along with the
appropriate verb form that corresponds to each different subject.

vestirse | to dress oneself

In textbooks and some other references, the reflexive pronoun se is often attached to the
infinitive form (see vestirse in the chart above). This is done to remind us that the verb is
usually used with the appropriate reflexive pronoun.

Placement of reflexive pronouns

Reflexive pronouns, like other object pronouns, are placed before the conjugated verb:

Me levanto. I get up.
Se duchan. They shower.
Me prefiero bafiar por la noche. I prefer to bathe at night.

Reflexive pronouns may also be attached to the infinitive (if there is one).

Prefiero bafiarme por la noche. I prefer to bathe at night.

In the present progressive, they may be attached to the present participle or placed before
the conjugated form of estar. When a pronoun is attached to the participle, an accent
mark must be written on the stressed vowel of the participle to show that its
pronunciation does not change.

To describe a physical, mental, or emotional state in the past.

To tell time in the past.

The two simple past tenses in Spanish, the IMPERFECT and the PRETERITE, have
specific uses and express different things about the past. They cannot be interchanged.

Uses of the Imperfect

To tell that an action was in progress or to describe a condition that existed at a certain
time in the past.

Uses of the Preterite

To report a completed action or an event in the past, no matter how long it lasted or how
many times it took place. The preterite views the act as a single, completed past event.
Fuimos a clase ayer.
Llovié mucho la primavera pasada.

To report the beginning or the end of an action in the past.

In the imperfect tense, some verbs describe a physical, mental, or emotional state, while
in the preterite they report a changed state or an event.
