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The Native American Service Award is funded through a private endowment devoted to helping
Native Americans successfully achieve their educational goals. The award is available to
students who are actively involved in the Native American Program and their community. This
grant is administered though the COCC Financial Aid office in conjunction and cooperation with
the Native American Program.

ELIGIBILITY

1. Students must be enrolled at COCC during the time covered by this award.

2. Students must be enrolled in at least 6 credits at COCC.

3. Students must have served a minimum of 20 hours of service in the term previous to
being funded.

4. Students should meet at least 50% of this requirement by participating in and
planning Native American Club activities and attending First Nations Student Union
Club meetings and events.

5. Students can meet the remaining portion of their hours through service to COCC,
and/or their community.

6. You must have a current FAFSA on file.

SCHOLASTIC CRITERIA
1. Recipients must maintain a 2.0 GPA each term.
2. Stipends may be renewable each term, based upon re-application and provided
recipients have conformed to the eligibility and selection criteria in the previous term.
3. Students must be in good academic standing
4. Students must have proof of 20 hours of volunteer work (see attached form)
