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Susilo Bambang Yudhoyono - a retired General

Elected 6th PRESIDENT —= 20 October 2004
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President Susilo Bambang Yudhoyono (“SBY”)
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Re-Elected — 8 July 2009
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Defeated Megawati and
one other candidate



Side Note:

In 2010, President Obama and Indonesian President Yudhoyono
established the U.S.-Indonesia Comprehensive Partnership to broaden
bilateral relations between the United States and Indonesia.

On June 27, 2010, the two Presidents announced a Higher Education
Partnership as a key element of the Comprehensive Partnership.

The Higher Education Partnership was focused on increasing the number
of Indonesians and Americans studying and researching in one another’s
country, and on strengthening university partnerships and increasing the
guality of education.
